5. WARRANTY PERIOD. CLAIMS.

5.1. The warranty period is 7000 / seven thousand /
operating hours, but no more than the time untit the
next planning repairs. For welded joints in valves and
piping warranty period is 20,000 /twenty thousand /
hours. The warranty starts after the signing of the
Protocol for acceptance tests - Protocol 10 and the
Protocol on provisional acceptance of the works -
Protocol 11.

5.2. Contracting Authority shall notify in writing
Contractor about all defects during the warranty
period. All relevant costs for remediation of any
defects during the warranty period sha#l be at the
expense of the Contractor.

5.3. casein case Contractor, after it has received a
defect claim, fail to remedy the defect/s in
reasonable time, Contracting Authority shall have
the right to undertake the necessary actions to
remedy the defect/s and the risk and costs of these
actions shall be at the expense of Contractor,
however these actions shall not limit or preclude
Contracting Authority from exercise of the remedies
available to Contracting Authority under the present
contract. In this case Contracting Authority shall
receive liquidated damages for delay as per Art 7.2
thereof for the period of defect remediation.
