Parties agree that, with respect to the services
provided under any agreement, whether written or
otherwise, neither it nor any of its principals,
employees, affiliates, or to its knowledge, agents or
representatives will directly or indirectly, make,
promise or authorize the making of any offer, gift or
payment of anything of value, including without
limitation, the sharing or promise to share its fees
or any other funds that it has received, receives or
will  receive under any agreement with
ContourGlobal, to or for the benefit of any
Government Official or family member or close
business associate of any Government Official, for
the purpose of improperly: (i) influencing any act or
decision of the Government Official in his or her
official capacity; (ii) inducing the Government
Official to do or omit to do any act in violation of his
or her lawful duty; (iii) securing any improper
advantage; or (iv) inducing the Government Official
to use his or her influence to affect any
governmental act or decision (any of the foregoing
a “Prohibited Payment”). The Parties shall
promptly report to the other any Prohibited
Payment.

Art.65. The CONTTRACTOR hereby declares, by
signing this contract that they are acquainted with
the CONTRACTOR AUTHORITY’s company policy
about the refusal of the selfsame to a possible
assignment of claims under a public service contract
in view of which all notifications addressed to them
in this connection will not produce the required
action.
