6. PENALTIES AND LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

6.1. In case the SUPPLIER fails to fulfill any of his
obligations under this contract and / or does not
deliver the goods within the stipulated time
(except in the case of Force Majeure), liquidated
damages amountingto 0,50 % of the contract price
shall be due by the SUPPLIER foreach day of delay,
but not more than 8 % of the total contract price.
6.2. The SUPPLIER shall be liable to pay liquidated
damages in case the delivered goods do not
conform to the terms of the contract. Those goods
shall be considered non-delivered and the
SUPPLIER shall pay liquidated damages at the
amount stated in sec.6.1 of the contract up to the
date on which the same are repaired or replaced
with new, complying with the requirements.

7. CONTRACT TERMINATION

day written notice sent to Contractor in which to
be determined whether the contract will be
terminated partially or in full and the date as
from which the contract to be terminated.

7.4. This contract could be terminated unilaterally
by the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY in case of any
default with 7 days written notice addressed tothe

7.5 In case of termination of the contract as per7.4
the CONTRACTING AUTHORITY shall be entitled to
receive liquidated damages as perArt. 6.1.

CONTRACTING AUTHORITY has the right to set off
all amounts that are due to SUPPLIE for deliveries
completed before termination with the
compensation for the losses described above in
this clause.

8. FORCE MAJEURE
