“Confidential Information” shall mean any and all
information of the Contracting Authority
(including, without limitation by specification, any
information relating to any activity of the
Contracting Authority or any other party) that is
disclosed to the Contractor in written, graphic,
recorded, photographic or any machine readable
form or that is orally conveyed to the Contractor.
